Een kwaadwillende kan de kwetsbaarheden misbruiken om een Denial-of-Service te veroorzaken, of om

beveiligingsmaatregelen te omzeilen en zo toegang te krijgen tot projecten waar de kwaadwillende aanvankelijk

niet voor is geautoriseerd.

Oplossingen

GitLab heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheden te verhelpen in GitLab EE en CE v 17.2.2, 17.1.4 &
