Duiding
De kwetsbaarheid bevindt zich in de libpg-functies van PostgreSQL en betreft een SQL-injectiefout. Onjuiste

verwerking van aanhalingstekens en verkeerd gevormde UTF-8-sequenties kan leiden tot willekeurige code-
executie. Deze kwetsbaarheid wordt actief misbruikt in aanvallen gericht op klanten van BeyondTrust.

Oplossingen

PostgreSQL heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheid te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties voor meer
informatie.
