Duiding

De kwetsbaarheid bevindt zich in de wijze waarop de SSLVPN Virtual Office interface van SonicOS functioneert.
Een ongeauthenticeerde kwaadwillende kan deze kwetsbaarheid misbruiken, wat kan leiden tot een crash van

de firewall. Dit kan resulteren in een Denial-of-Service (DoS) situatie, wat de beschikbaarheid van de getroffen
diensten ernstig beinvioedt.

Oplossingen

SonicWall heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheid te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties voor meer
informatie.
