Duiding

De kwetsbaarheid bevindt zich in de wijze waarop de Cisco AnyConnect VPN server variabelen initialiseert tijdens
het opzetten van SSL VPN-sessies. Ongeauthenticeerde externe aanvallers kunnen deze kwetsbaarheid
misbruiken, wat kan leiden tot een Denial-of-Service, waardoor de connectiviteit voor alle gebruikers van de
getroffen apparaten wordt verstoord.

Oplossingen

Cisco heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheid te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties voor meer
informatie.
