Adobe heeft kwetsbaarheden verholpen in Acrobat Reader (Specifiek voor versies 24.001.30235, 20.005.30763,

25.001.20521 en eerder).

Duiding

De kwetsbaarheden omvatten onder andere een Use After Free, out-of-bounds write, out-of-bounds read en

NULL Pointer Dereference. Deze kwetsbaarheden kunnen leiden tot de uitvoering van ongeautoriseerde code of

de onthulling van gevoelige informatie, en vereisen gebruikersinteractie door het openen van een kwaadaardig

bestand.

Oplossingen

Adobe heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheden te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties voor meer

informatie.
