Autodesk heeft kwetsbaarheden verholpen in AutoCAD.

Duiding

De kwetsbaarheden bevinden zich in de manier waarop bepaalde Autodesk producten omgaan met speciaal

vervaardigde bestanden. Deze kwetsbaarheden kunnen leiden tot geheugenbeschadiging, Out-of-Bounds

schrijf- en leescondities, en Use-After-Free fouten. Dit kan resulteren in gevolgen zoals applicatiecrashes,

datacorruptie en de mogelijkheid van het uitvoeren van willekeurige code.

Oplossingen

Autodesk heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheden te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties voor meer

informatie.
