Duiding

De kwetsbaarheid bevindt zich in de wijze waarop de SSL VPN-interface van SonicOS omgaat met extern
gecontroleerde opmaakstrings. Dit kan door externe, niet-geauthenticeerde aanvallers worden misbruikt, wat

leidt tot verstoringen van de dienstverlening. Aanvallers kunnen deze kwetsbaarheid benutten om de
beschikbaarheid van diensten te beinvloeden.

Oplossingen

SonicWall heeft een nieuwe versie uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheid te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties
voor meer informatie.
