Oracle heeft kwetsbaarheden verholpen in Oracle PeopleSoft.

Duiding

De kwetsbaarheden stellen ongeauthenticeerde aanvallers in staat om toegang te krijgen tot gevoelige gegevens

en deze te wijzigen. Dit kan leiden tot ongeautoriseerde toegang en aanpassingen aan kritieke data, met CVSS-

scores variërend van 5.4 tot 10.0, wat wijst op een gematigd tot significant risico voor de vertrouwelijkheid en

integriteit van de gegevens.

Oplossingen

Oracle heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheden te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties voor meer

informatie.
