Oracle heeft kwetsbaarheden verholpen in diverse Oracle MySQL componenten.

Duiding

De kwetsbaarheden stellen hooggeprivilegieerde aanvallers in staat om de server op afstand te exploiteren, wat

kan leiden tot servercrashes en Denial of Service. Dit probleem kan worden misbruikt door aanvallers met

netwerktoegang, wat de noodzaak van aandacht van beveiligingsbeheerders onderstreept.

Oplossingen

Oracle heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheden te verhelpen. Zie bijgevoegde referenties voor meer

informatie.
