Duiding

Een kwaadwillende kan de kwetsbaarheid misbruiken om willekeurige code uit te voeren op het systeem van het

slachtoffer. Hiertoe dient de kwaadwillende het slachtoffer ertoe te bewegen een malafide PDF-bestand te
openen.

Een malafide PDF-bestand dat op VirusTotal is gelipload, duidt erop dat de kwetsbaarheid sinds ten minste
november 2025 wordt misbruikt.

Oplossingen

Adobe heeft updates uitgebracht om de kwetsbaarheid te verhelpen. Het NCSC adviseert om deze
beveiligingsupdates zo snel mogelijk te installeren. Zie de bijgevoegde referenties voor meer informatie.
